Dear Ida – will just drop this note to say that in esterday’s mail I received the Sept 15th package wilth the robe and films – the robe a little creased naturally but otherwise in good shape. Thanks again. Have had no U.S letters for over 2 weeks – your last was that you wrote around 1 Dec.


The rush has slacked up somewhat but still very busy – for a while we were the only Evac here but now there are more – have several girls from other units here on d.s – a couple are from a hospital that was captured but personnel & patients got out. Haven’t had a chance to talk to them yet. The nurse helping me is a Canadian (Ontario). Am wondering if Dr. Falkner was in the vulnerable area.


Had our Turkey dinner on Wednesday and it was excellent though not fancy. Our food is good most of the time or else it’s all this work giving me a good appetite.


Started another 2 week night duty hitch tonite. It is about 0430 and am not sleepy even though I haven’t slept since 0700 yesterday morning.


Of all things I got the Nov. 2nd issue of the Independent last night – first since coming to France. Saw some news I didn’t know about.


Time and space are about up so all for now. Hope all is well.
